	Procedure for Pharmacists Furnishing Nicotine Replacement Products [13]

	When a patient requests NRT or other smoking cessation medication, or when a pharmacist in his or her professional judgment decides to initiate smoking cessation treatment and counseling, that pharmacist shall complete the following steps:

	1.              Review the patient’s current tobacco use and past quit attempts

	2.              Ask the patient the following screening questions

	a) Are you pregnant or plan to become pregnant?

	b) Have you had a heart attack within the last 2 weeks?

	c) Do you have any history of heart palpitations, irregular heartbeats, or have you been diagnosed with a serious arrhythmia?

	d) Do you currently experience frequent chest pain or have you been diagnosed with unstable angina?

	e) Do you have any history of allergic rhinitis?

	f) Have you been diagnosed with temporal mandibular joint (TMJ) dysfunction?

	3.              When a nicotine replacement product is furnished

	a) The pharmacist shall review the instructions for use with every patient using a nicotine replacement product

	b) Pharmacists should recommend the patient seek additional assistance for Helpline (1-800-NO-BUTTS), web-based programs, apps, and local cessation programs

	4.              The pharmacist shall answer any questions the patient may have regarding smoking cessation therapy and/or nicotine replacement products
